Ongoing
monitoring charges.

Keyless Entry
OE or $150 - $800

Ease. Encourages locking
Increases personal safety.

Pagers
$50 - $100 to alarm cost

Warns if your alarm has
been set off.

Confrontation with thieves
may not be a good idea.

Flashing warning lights
$10 - $20

Encourages thieves to go
elsewhere. Inexpensive.

May not deter
experienced thieves.

Steering Column Collars
$100 - $200

Good for vulnerable
older cars.

Attempted theft may
damage collar and wiring.

Steering Wheel Lock
$30 - $60

Visible deterrent.
Inexpensive.

Effective against amateurs.
Thieves cut steering wheel.

Gear Shift Locks

Visible.

Must be installed by pros.

$200 - $400 Immobilises car. Theft attempt damage.
Brake/Clutch Works. Visible deterrent. | None if properly tted.
Immobiliser Easy to t. Good for May not t all vehicles.
$50 - $75 older cars. Inexpensive.

Wheel Locks Works. Visual deterrent. | Bulky. Hard, inconvenient
$80 - $200 For cars not moved often| and messy to use.

Deters theft for parts.
Aids recovery if stolen.
